tal agency and the applicant’s place of reg-
istration);

+ an application for admission to MA pro-
gram presented filled in the applicant’s Per-
sonal Account and signed by the applicant;

HOW DO | GET MY RUSSIAN VISA?

Remember to submit your visa application in
advance if you are applying for a fee-paying
program and require an entry visa.

WHAT DOES A PORTFOLIO INCLUDE?

Mandatory documents: a motivation letter
(Why this MA program was chosen?) and an es-
say (What is the field of my scientific interests?).

Additional documents: international language
certificates (confirming knowledge of English
at the required level); academic publications;
certificates of participation in student scien-
tific competitions, conferences and research
projects; study abroad certificates.

The maximum score is = 100 points.
