Technical requirements:

The texts are accepted in the MSWord format. 

Other requirements:
1. Type: Times New Roman, font size – 14. Paper size: А4; top and bottom margins – 2,0 cm; left margin – 3,0 cm; right margin – 1,5 cm;  spacing – 1,5.

2. Author/authors’ name/s and initials should be printed on the right side, with the authors’ institution and city indicated below (without an interval).

3. The title of the paper should be printed in boldface.

4. A short abstract in Russian (5-6 sentences) with a keyword list (seven keywords max.) should be provided.

5.  References should be provided in round brackets, with authors’ names indicated without initials and followed by the year of the publication and, where necessary, by page numbers, e.g.: (Zimniaya 1986: 25–27).
6. A list of literature should be provided at the bottom of the paper, with each entry following the sample below:
Butler, Becky. Bunong // M. Jenny & P. Sidwell (Eds.). The Handbook of Austroasiatic Languages. Leiden: Brill, 2014. P. 717–745.
7. All tables must be provided in MSWord.

8. Any additional types used should be appended, as well as the .pdf version of the text supplied.
